Recipe of the month – Chocolate Fudge 

Karen Middlebrook aka Judge Judy has very kindly shared her 

secret recipe for fudge. For those of you who have been lucky 

enough to taste Karen’s Fudge before, we know you’ll be grinning 

from ear to ear to get your hands on this little gem.  (feel free to 

send in your favourite recipe for upcoming newsletters) 

 

Chocolate peppermint fudge - Makes 36 (unless you want better 

than bite size pieces!!)  

100 g butter, chopped  

2 tbsp glucose syrup  

395g can sweetened condensed milk  

1 1/3 cups firmly packed brown sugar  

180 g dark chocolate (the button ones is easiest as you don’t have 
to chop)  

1 tsp peppermint essence  

Grease a 3cm deep x 19cm square cake pan (or use any 

rectangular baking pan that is 3cm deep)  

Line base and sides with baking paper, leave a 2cm overhang  

Place butter, glucose syrup, condensed milk and sugar in a 

medium saucepan over a medium heat.  

Cook, stirring for 3 to 5 minutes or until sugar dissolves and mixture is 

smooth.  

Increase heat to medium-high, cook stirring constantly 10 to 15 

mins.  

Continue until mixture becomes thick and is caramel in colour.  

Sugar must be dissolved fully.
